MEETING HELD AT THE RETREAT RESORT WISEMANS FERRY 12TH JUNE 2010 

 

Meeting Opened: 5pm. 

Rob Iacconi opened the meeting with thanks to all for attending and providing 
apologies from The Derrys and The Welschs. 

SEASON RECAP – 2009/2010: 

Competitions for the year 2009/2010 were held at Windsor and Nowra with 
good attendance and noting a number of new competitors showing promise.  

There was a new format this year which has also been adopted in Queensland 
based on “Skill Level Groups” rather than age and sex categories.  The format 
makes judging closer and also encourages riders of all ages to compete. 

Divisions include: 

1. Rookies – single wake jumps 
2. Straight Air (under 16 & over 16) - Wake to wake grabs and 180’s – this is 

the division with the highest level of entries 
3. Inverter Section – (up to 2 advanced tricks – inverts/spins/railey - spins 

below 540’s). 
4. Advanced (unlimited inverts and spins up to 540’s) 
5. Mobe Club (up to 3 mobes and spins up to 540’s) 
6. Open (unlimited) Division 

It should be noted all competitors in each division are allowed one “wildcard” 
trick on which they can be scored, with the aim of encouraging the progression 
to the next level. 

Last year saw the use of various towboats including Mastercraft, Supra and the 
Malibu care of GRE Malibu.

Noting that many of the now 
professionals started their sporting career at these competitions and this 
should be the avenue that we use to promote the sport at both State and 
National Level.  

Black Diamond Wakeboarding School is fully supporting these 
competitions and Scotty Kell reinforced the aim should be to make 
Wakeboard Competitions fun for all involved thus generating interest and 
participation. 



Rob Iacconi resigned as President and requested a person be prepared to go the 
extra mile to take Wakeboard Competitions in NSW to the next level to stand to 
take the president’s position.  He wishes a good standard be maintained with 
new ideas be implemented continuing the good work which has been done to 
date.

Rob Iacconi announced the official start of the new season in combination with 
the exciting news that Malibu incorporated with Axis boats will be the official 
towboats of the 2010/2011 season kindly provided by GRE Marine Sydney. 

Rob Bamford of GRE Marine attended the AGM and informed Wakeboard NSW 
that the new addition to their range includes the 22ft Axis boat, fully equipped 
with an Indmar Engine, made by Malibu in both the USA and Australia. GRE 
Marine will provide 70% Malibu and 30% Axis boats
